Regulations 

 
1. Students enrolled in grades 6 to 12 grade can join any of our athletics offering.  
2. Students must wear proper sport attire for practices and games (i.e. clothing and shoes). The team uniform 

might be purchased at the student’s store. 
3. For off campus games all players shall leave the ANS campus as a team and return to the school as a team. 

Exception: Parents who attend an off campus game may take their child home from a game after signing a 
check-out list with the coach. Note:  No fee will be charged for the use of the bus to and from games.  

4. Participation in games is considered a privilege to be granted to those students who consistently show up to 
practices. Unexcused or excessive absences may affect playing time. 

5. Students are required to leave their personal belongings in the PE security room. ANS is not responsible for 
belongings that are not left in that room. 

6. Players are not permitted to leave one a team to join another once the semester has begun. 
7. The Athletic Director’s authorization is required for a student athlete to participate in two sports simultaneously.  
8. Athletic participants must have at least three weeks of practice before being eligible to compete in a game. 
9. Students who are in academic and/or behavioral probation can not participate in the after school athletic 

program.
